Q: How/why did you get into the
renewables sector?
| have a background in environmental
management and planning following degrees
from Aberdeen University. One of my first
roles with Scottish Natural Heritage involved
liaising with the developers of Bowbeat Wind
Farm at a time when wind farms were still
relatively novel.

| then spent a year and a half
managing a nature reserve and community
development project in rural Uganda, before
returning to the UK to begin work with what
was then National Wind Power. | moved to
Edinburgh to join the Wind Prospect Group
in 2003.

Q: Describe a typical working day
There’s no such thing as a typical working
day, partly because my time is split between
two roles — project managing wind farm
developments as part of the group’s
onshore wind portfolio, and managing
Ocean Prospect, the group’s marine energy
subsidiary. The first role involves all aspects
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of the development process, dealing with
statutory consultees, local authorities

and EIA consultants and suffering public
inquiries, whereas the Ocean Prospect role
is more focused on building relationships
with marine energy technology developers,
tracking developments within the industry
and identifying opportunities for future
project development.

Q: Most important/rewarding moment in
career to date?

Building a new primary school in Uganda
with funds generated from a sustainable
tourism programme and being given a baby
goat as thanks.

Q: Worst part of the job?
Microsoft Qutlook Calendar — it rules my life.

Q: What do you consider essential for
work?

Having the right people to work with. We’re
incredibly fortunate within the Wind Prospect
Group to have a team of committed and
self-motivated staff, perhaps partly driven

by the fact that the company is Director and
staff owned.

A very flat management structure helps
to create a sense of autonomy, responsibility
and creativity which might otherwise
be stifled by a top-down management
approach.

ENERGISING THE
EUROPEAN VOTE

IN LESS than a week, the 365 million voters of the European
Union go to the polls to elect a new European Parliament. Of
course, in the current political maelstrom of Westminster, many
voters will be voting for wider reasons than deciding who will
best represent them in Brussels. Many more are likely to stay
at home.

Yet the European elections should be an important focus in
Scottish politics as decisions made by the European Union, usually
with European Parliament approval, impact on how we lead our lives.
It has been recognised that European Directives have done more to
push for environmental sustainability than home-grown initiatives of
Whitehall and Holyrood.

The European Super-grid has been promoted as a long-term
strategic priority with the backing of the Energy Commissioner.
Commissioner Piebalgs has launched the second European Energy
Strategy within two years of the first. UK energy strategy is dominated
by how to fulfil its 2020 requirements for the European Renewable
Energy strategy. And in the last month, Cabinet Secretary John
Swinney has committed the Scottish Government to raising its
2020 interim target for carbon emission cuts to 42%, provided the
European Union raises its game.

So it’s all to play for on 4 June. Scotland is a single constituency
electing 6 MEPs by proportional representation. Currently there are
two members from Labour, SNP and Conservatives, and a Lib Dem.
With the reduction to six seats at this election due to EU enlargement,
the battle to win seats has intensified. Here we asked each of the
parties most likely to win a seat, why you should vote for them.
