A report on March 26 by the Energy and Climate Intelligence Unit found that repowering onshore
wind farms which are reaching the end of their lives could "cut carbon, reduce bills and support

local communities".

Responding, Fabrice Leveque, Senior Policy Manager at Scottish Renewables, said: "This report
demonstrates the potential for repowering of Scotland’s fleet of onshore wind turbines, and

specifically the £77 million per year which doing so would save compared with obtaining electricity

from gas.”
